Research Analysis

This is an analysis of 20 different websites which contain information regarding the college application process. On these websites a student can find information regarding the college applications, financial aid information, different scholarships, careers, etc. The chart below shows the content scope for each website. As you can see from the chart, seven of the websites were scored at an 8 or above, which means that website covered a wide range of topics. 
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The next topic was the quality of the content. As you can see from the chart below more than half of the websites were rated at a 10. This means that all the information they were offering was very important for a student looking to continue on to higher education.  
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Ease of use is the next category. The majority of the websites researched were very easy to use. Those websites that were given a rating of a ten were very easy to use. Once in these websites it was fairly simple to find exactly what you were looking for. 
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The value of each website’s external links is the next category analyzed and is shown in the chart below. Only seven of the 18 websites researched linked to other sites that would be useful to a student considering college or a career. 
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The last category analyzed is the overall quality of each website. As you can see from the chart below more than half of the websites has an overall rating of 9 or above. This means that the information contained in each website is extremely useful to high school seniors who are looking for a career, trying to find the right college for them, need financial aid information, or are applying for scholarships. If I were a school counselor I would recommend these websites to my students.
